A story about the importance, influence, and effort of
the Toji as it is about the struggle to pass down the legacy and skills to the next
generation, this film also highlights the disciples of these Toji, including one
who has become the first female Toji of the area.

Reflections of a Changing Japan: The Evolution of Shin Hanga
